POLYSTYRENE FOAM SERVICE WARE ORDINANCE

The City of San LeandroRolystyrene Foam Food Service Ware Ordinan

went into effect on November 1, 2Q1he Ordinance requires ti&ty and local

food establishments discontinue the use of polystyrene foam food service
products. Polystyrene foam food service ware products include cups, bc
plates, clamshell containers, soup containers and trays made from expanded

foam polystyene typically labeled #6.

The Ordinance does not prohibit the use of rigid plastic products including disposable utensils, gfink
lids, other norfoam lids, straws, and condiment containers. It also does not prohibit tle
use of foam trays used for packagiaw foods sold by markets and grocery stores.

Food establishments should refrain from purchasing plastic food service ware produdcts
